Take GSP South to exit 148.  Ride alongside Parkway 
to Franklin Street.  Turn left under bridge.  Turn right at 
2nd light onto Newark Avenue.  Left onto Bloomfield 
Ave.  Continue two miles to Stadium. 

Belleville HS – Belleville HS Field – Belleville.
Take GSP South exit 151 turning left onto Watchung 
Ave.  At 1st light make a right onto E. Passaic St.  At 
next light, turn left onto Center St.  At 4th light turn right 
onto Passaic Avenue.  HS will be on your left. 

Belleville HS – Clearman Field - Follow above 
directions. Continue past the HS onto Division Avenue 
turn right at next light onto Union Avenue.  Go through 
1st light to Holmes Street. Clearman Field on corner. 

Bloomfield HS – Foley Field/ Memorial Park – Take 
GSP South to exit 149. Turn right off exit onto 
Belleville Avenue and then right at stop sign onto JFK 
Drive.  Go through traffic light and Stadium on right.   

Bloomfield HS - Brookdale Park – SGP South to exit 
151 turning right onto Watchung Avenue.  Continue 
through 2nd light .  Entrance to Brookdale Pk is on right 
off Watchung Ave  

Bloomfield Middle School – SGP South to Exit 151 
turning right onto Watchung to 2nd light turning left onto 
Broad Street.  Go three blocks turning left onto Huck 
Road and field is located behind the school. 

Clifton HS – GSP South Exit 154 following signs for 
Grove Street.  Turn Left onto Grove to 1st light turning 
left onto Van Houten and then left onto Kathryn St.   

Clifton – Richardson Oval – Above continuing on 
Van Houten. Go two blocks past second light turning 
left onto Orono St.  Travel two blocks make a right, go 
one block turn right onto Monhegan. 

Clifton School Stadium – GSP to exit 157 Route 46 
West.  Continue for approximately 2 miles and School 
stadium is on right off of Rt. 46 West. 

Don Bosco Prep – Ramsey – Take Route 17 North 
passing Lake Street. Continue bearing right onto 
Franklin Tpk.  DBP is immediately on right. 

Eastside HS Bauerle Sports Complex – Take GSP 
South to Exit 159.  Continue on Rt 80 West. Take Exit 
58B Madison Avenue toward Paterson.  Continue past 
2nd light and turn left onto Ceder St Bauerle field at end

Eastside Park – Paterson.  Forest Avenue to Route 4 
West . Continue on Rt 4W crossing over Passaic River 
and immediately turning right onto Route 20 South. 
Eastside Park is one half mile on right. 

 

Hackensack HS Forest Avenue crossing over Rt. 4. At 
light turn left onto Spring Valley at first light turn right 
onto Summit.  After two lights turn left onto American 
Legion Drive and continue to Hackensack HS. 

Kearny Gunnell Oval – Route 17 South and after 
crossing Rt 3 continue on 17 to 2nd light turning left 
onto Orient Way. At end turn left onto Schuyler 
Avenue.

Ridgewood Ben Franklin – Oradell Ave toward RW. 
Turn right onto Van Dien Ave Field next to Valley Hosp
Ridgewood Veterans Field – Oradell Ave toward RW. Right 
onto Paramus Rd and Left onto Linwood Ave toward Valley 
Hospital.  Field is opp Ridgewood Pool. 

St. Benedicts- Newark – GSP South Exit 157 Rt 46 to 
Route 21 South. Raymond Blvd Exit. Cross Broad St turning 
left on University Ave. Turn right Williams St.  

St. Joes Reg HS – GSP North to Exit 171 left then right at light onto 
Chestnut Ridge Rd.  ½ mile on left. 

Teaneck HS Hawthorne Park – Rt 4 East. Take Teaneck Rd  Exit 
Turn right . Turn left onto Lindberg and right onto Letter. Hawthorne 
Pk behind TJ Middle.
